If found to be defective
within five years, the sole remedy against the seller will be either
the replacement or repair of the defective goods, or at the seller’s
option, credit may be issued not exceeding the selling price of
the defective goods.

The ECOsurfaces warranty shall not cover dissatisfaction due to
improper maintenance or installation, damage from improper
maintenance or usage or general misuse, including, without
